For the first time, the Company has achieved dual energy efficiency leadership in synthetic
ammonia and methanol by controlling its pace, reducing debt, and maintaining its low-cost edge. We expanded our scale
and optimized our management, moreover, with the completion and commencement of projects such as fulvic acid upgrade
project of Henan Black Technology, Jiangxi DMF Phase |l, Jiangxi Mannheim Potassium Sulfate, Henan 700,000-ton urea, etc.,
We further increased product variety and scale.

BUSINESS REVIEW

In 2023, global economic recovery was sluggish, acute supply and
demand mismatched, international energy and global food prices
fluctuated widely, which negatively affected fertiliser prices and
overall industry performance, resulting in a year-on-year (“YoY”)
decline in the prices of the Group’s coal chemical-related products.

The 700,000-ton urea project of the Group’s Xinxiang base and
the second phase of the DMF project of the Jiangxi base were
successfully put into operation, high-quality production capacity has
been further released. It has not only enhanced production capacity
and product sales, but also reduced consumption and the average
cost of the production base. The energy consumption indicators of
the Group reached the industry-leading level. This ensures that the
Group can still achieve stable revenue growth despite completing
planned maintenance.

REVENUE

Revenue increased by RMB403 million or approximately 2% from
RMB23,072 million in the financial year ended 31 December 2022
(“FY2022") to RMB23,475 million in the financial year ended 31
December 2023 (“FY2023").

FINISHED UREA PRODUCTS

Revenue derived from the sales of urea increased by approximately
RMB44 million or approximately 1% from RMB6,830 million for
FY2022 to approximately RMB6,874 million for FY2023. The increase
in revenue was mainly due to a combination of an increase in sales
volume by 9% YoY, and a decrease in the average selling price by
approximately 7% YoY. In the fourth quarter, the new production
capacity of the Xinxiang base was fully released, driving overall
sales growth. At the same time, the Group actively expanded its
international trade business and penetrated into overseas markets
such as Brazil and India, driving urea export volume to increase by
112% YoyY.
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Gross profit margin of urea of the Group increased by approximately
1 percentage point to approximately 29% for FY2023 from
approximately 28% for FY2022. The increase was mainly due to the
relatively loose supply and demand pattern of coal and the decline
in raw material prices, which resulted in the Group’s average sales
cost of urea falling by 9% YoY.

UREA SOLUTION FOR VEHICLE

Revenue derived from the sales of urea solution for vehicle
decreased by approximately RMB109 million or approximately 20%
from approximately RMB543 million for FY2022 to approximately
RMB434 million for FY2023. The decrease in revenue was mainly
due to the decrease in average selling price and sales volume of
the Group by approximately 9% and 12% YoY respectively. In a
market environment where raw material cost support is weakening,
in order to increase profit margin, the Group has optimized the
profitability of each region, by selectively abandoning orders that
have long transportation distances, high costs and low profits, and
simultaneously reducing the production volume of automotive urea
solutions by 17% YoY, which lowered sales volume.

Gross profit margin of sales of urea solution for vehicle increased
by approximately 6 percentage points from approximately 22% for
FY2022 to 28% for FY2023. This is mainly due to the decline in raw
material prices. The average cost of sales of urea solution for vehicle
decreased by 15% YoY, which was higher than the decrease in
selling prices.

COMPOUND FERTILISER

Revenue derived from the sales of compound fertilisers increased
by approximately RMB14 million or approximately 0.2% from
approximately RMB6,116 million for FY2022 to approximately
RMB6,130 million for FY2023. The slight increase in revenue was
mainly due to a 16% YoY increase in sales volume and a 13% YoY
decrease in average selling price. In FY2023, the sales volume of
compound fertilisers increased to 2,305,000 tons, of which the
sales volume of high-efficiency compound fertilisers increased by
25% YoY. Relying on the advantages of multiple bases, the Group
focused on the core geographical circle of each base, strengthened
channels and brand building, developed traditional channels and
supported sales growth. In addition, the prices of raw materials
potassium fertiliser and phosphate fertiliser fell by 25% and 11% YoY
respectively. Cost supports were weak, which negatively affected
compound fertiliser prices.

Gross profit margin of compound fertilisers of the Group remained
stable at 13% in FY2023.

METHANOL

Revenue derived from the sales of methanol increased by
approximately RMB56 million or approximately 2% from
approximately RMB2,283 million for FY2022 to approximately
RMB2,339 million for FY2023. The increase in methanol sales was
driven by a 9% YoY sales volume increase and a 6% YoY decrease
in average selling prices. In order to maximize marginal benefits,
the Group extends the industrial chain to downstream fine
chemicals such as DMF and dimethyl ether to increase the internal
consumption of methanol. The flexible adjustment by converting
alcohol to ammonia resulted in a decrease in the output of self-
produced methanol by 29% YoY. However, in order to maintain
sales channels, the Group expanded its trading business and further
expanded the southern market to increase sales.
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Due to insufficient support from coal prices in the first half of the
year, the selling price of methanol fell, which affected the gross
profit margin of methanol to a negative 0.6%. The Group has always
focused on innovation and R&D for methanol energy saving and has
continuously carried out optimization of methanol distillation which
effectively reduced steam consumption by 120,000 tons per year. At
the same time, the Jiangxi base took the lead in methanol energy
efficiency. Total energy consumption per ton of methanol was 9.3%
lower than the industry average, which provide support for the
average cost of sales of methanol to decrease by 6% YoY.

MELAMINE

Revenue derived from the sales of melamine decreased by
approximately RMB183 million or approximately 19% from RMB967
million for FY2022 to approximately RMB784 million for FY2023. The
decrease in revenue was primarily due to an approximately 22% YoY
decrease in average selling prices of melamine, partially offset by a
4% YoY increase in sales volume. While global economic recovery
slowed down, overseas demand continued to be weak, dragging
down export prices by 33% YoY. The domestic market was under
pressure. Affected by the mismatch between supply and demand
and weak support from raw material costs, melamine prices fell
significantly.

Gross profit margin of melamine of the Group decreased by
approximately 20 percentage points to approximately 29% for
FY2023 from approximately 49% for FY2022. This is mainly due to
the decrease in the average selling price of melamine.

MEDICAL INTERMEDIATE

Revenue derived from the sales of medical intermediate increased
by approximately RMB176 million or approximately 40% from
approximately RMB440 million for FY2022 to approximately RMB616
million for FY2023. This was due mainly to the increase in average
selling price and sales volume of this segment by approximately
14% and 23% YoY respectively. The Group combined market
demand and took advantage of existing resources to carry out
technological transformation of the original production line. The
increase in output led to a significant increase in sales. In addition,
the Group increased marketing of adenine, which has a higher unit
price, and its market share increased to more than 50%, driving
selling price growth in this segment.

Gross profit margin of medical intermediate decreased by
approximately 4 percentage points from approximately 13% for
FY2022 to 9% for FY2023. As the nucleoside project located in
the Xinjiang base is in the trial production stage, the equipment
performance is relatively unstable, which affects the production
cost of this segment to increase by 8% YoY. Through continuous
adjustments, this indicator has gradually improved.

LIQUID AMMONIA

Revenue derived from the sales of liquid ammonia increased
by approximately RMB54 million or approximately 3% from
approximately RMB2,037 million for FY2022 to approximately
RMB2,091 million for FY2023. The increase was mainly due to the
17% YoY sales growth. The Group made flexible adjustments to the
methanol production line and increased the production of liquid
ammonia, which has relatively higher gross profit margin. This led to
an increase in the Group's liqguid ammonia sales. However, affected
by factors such as falling coal prices, loose supply and demand,
and import shocks, liquid ammonia prices fluctuated downward,
resulting in a 13% YoY decrease in average selling price. As a result,
the gross profit margin of the Group’s liquid ammonia decreased by
11 percentage points YoY to 18% in FY2023.
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DMF

In FY2023, DMF achieved sales revenue of approximately RMB1,047
million. Since the second phase of DMF was put into operation at
the beginning of the year, the production has been relatively stable,
and the consumption of steam per ton of DMF has been further
reduced. Meanwhile, taking advantage of its main downstream
consumer market concentration in East China, the sales volume
of DMF exceeded 231,000 tons in FY2023. In addition, the Group
increased development of international markets, such as Vietnam
and South Korea, to further increase market share.

OTHER INCOME AND GAINS

Other income and gains increased by approximately RMB112
million, or approximately 60%, from approximately RMB187
million in FY2022 to approximately RMB299 million in FY2023.
The increase was mainly due to (1) an increase in subsidy income
of approximately RMB97 million; (2) an increase in the Group’s
net profit from sales of by-products, water, electricity and steam
of approximately RMB8 million; and (3) an increase in exchange
income of approximately RMB5 million, in FY2023.

SELLING AND DISTRIBUTION EXPENSES

Selling and distribution expenses increased by approximately
RMB89 million or approximately 17% from RMB529 million in FY2022
to RMB618 million in FY2023. The increase was mainly due to: (1)
the Group actively expanded national sales channels and organized
marketing activities, resulting in a YoY increase in loading fees,
warehousing fees, services and promotion fees of approximately
RMB73 million; (2) the Group strengthened the outbound training
and inspection of sales personnel, which resulted in a YoY increase
in travel expenses of approximately RMB6 million; and (3) the newly
added liquid fertiliser intelligent fertilization system, which increased
both depreciation and repair costs by a total of approximately RMB4
million YoY.

GENERAL AND ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES

General and administrative expenses increased by approximately
RMB227 million from approximately RMB1,072 million in FY2022 to
approximately RMB1,299 million in FY2023. The increase was mainly

due to:

In accordance with the Group’s national development
strategy, it has increased the talent pool for new bases and
projects. At the same time, it has further promoted high-
quality development, continued to improve R&D efforts, and
recruited experienced senior R&D personnel, resulting in an
increase in remuneration of approximately RMB112 million
YoY;

As the Group's assets and business scale continue to
grow, various taxes, safety and environmental charges,
depreciation and maintenance fees have increased, resulting
in an increase of approximately RMB44 million YoY;

In order to enhance corporate visibility and improve
management skills, publicity fees and travel expenses
increased by approximately RMB34 million YoY;

The Group accelerated towards digitalization and
intelligence automation, external experts were engaged to
provide consulting services to the Group, which led to an
increase in service fees of approximately RMB19 million; and

the Group focused on staff welfare, in order to enhance the
sense of belonging and cohesion of employees coming
from remote locations, welfare expenses increased by
approximately RMB14 million.
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FINANCE COSTS

Finance costs decreased by approximately RMB82 million or
approximately 12% from approximately RMB662 million in FY2022
to approximately RMB580 million in FY2023. This is due to the
reduction in interest-bearing borrowings and loans, as well as, with
the decrease in loan interest rates, the Group has carried out high-
interest loan replacements, effectively reducing financing costs.

INCOME TAX EXPENSE

Income tax expense decreased by approximately RMB70 million or
approximately 19% from approximately RMB372 million in FY2022
to approximately RMB302 million in FY2023.

PROFIT FORTHE YEAR

The profit for the year decreased by RMB171 million or
approximately 9% from approximately RMB1,808 million in FY2022
to approximately RMB1,637 million in FY2023.

Looking forward to 2024, the global economy is still volatile,
international energy supply is stabilizing, coal prices fluctuated
downward and raw material cost supports are slowing down. In
light of these trends, the prices of chemical fertilisers will likely
fluctuate within a narrow range. In the context of ensuing food
security and supporting economic recovery, the current rigid
agricultural demand and a slight increase in industrial demand
will provide strong support for stable fertiliser prices. At the same
time, the international fertiliser market is recovering steadily, and
the Group will increase international market development to boost
fertilisers exports. In terms of chemical products, as the domestic
economy recovers, supply and demand patterns gradually resume
normalcy, which will promote the recovery of chemical products
market. In particular, the increase in demand for basic chemical
products will be beneficial. It will help the Group’s sales growth in
basic chemical products.
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With the deepening of large-scale development in the agriculture
sector, coupled with the promotion of fertiliser reduction and
efficiency-increasing technologies, the demand for high-efficiency
fertilisers will be further released. As an advocate of high-efficiency
fertilisers in the PRC, the Group will continue to strengthen product
R&D, drive sales model transformation upgrade services, further
enhance brand competitiveness and increase market share. At
the same time, with the trend of large-scale land transfer, farmers
have higher requirements for precise soil fertilisation. The Group’s
“water and fertiliser integration” model will not only improve crop
quality and yield, but also increase water and fertiliser utilisation
efficiency, which is in line with the development of modern, green
and intelligent goals, leading to an overall industry upgrade and
realizing the Group's corporate value in the marketplace.

The Group’s polyformaldehyde project with an annual production
capacity of 60,000 tons at the Manas base in Xinjiang and the first
phase of the compound fertiliser project in Guangxi are progressing
steadily and are expected to be completed and put into production
in the fourth quarter of this year. By then, the Group’s strategic
direction of “fertilisers as base, simultaneous development of
fertilisers and chemicals” will be clearer. While the Group’s main
fertiliser business focuses on geographical, large-scale and high-
end developments, the chemicals business’s industry chain is being
further refined and differentiated; These form the Group’s “dual
strengths in fertilisers and chemicals” strategy. Meanwhile, the Group
will continue to balance risks and opportunities, development and
shareholder returns. On the premise of ensuring operating cash
flow, based on the strategic planning, the Group thrives to optimize
allocation of capital and foster sustainable development.

PROPOSED FINAL DIVIDEND

The Board recommended the payment of a final dividend of
RMB24 cents per share for the year ended 31 December 2023 (the
“Proposed Final Dividend”) (2022: RMB25 cents per share), subject
to the shareholders’ approval at the forthcoming annual general
meeting of the Company. The Company will further announce
details of the Proposed Final Dividend, the annual general meeting
and the period of closure of the Company’s register of members for
determining the entitlement to the Proposed Final Dividend in due
course.

OPERATIONAL AND FINANCIAL RISKS

MARKET RISK

The major market risks of the Group include changes
in the average selling prices of key products, changes
in the costs of raw materials (mainly coal) and
fluctuations in interest and exchange rates.

COMMODITY PRICE RISK

The Group is also exposed to commaodity price risk
arising from fluctuations in product sale prices and
costs of raw materials.

INTEREST RATE RISK

The major market interest rate risk that the Group
is exposed to includes the Group’s long-term debt
obligations which are subject to floating interest
rates.

FOREIGN EXCHANGE RISK

The Group’s revenue and costs are primarily
denominated in RMB. Some costs may be
denominated in Hong Kong dollars, United States
dollars or Singapore dollars.
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INFLATION AND CURRENCY RISK

According to the data released by the National
Bureau of Statistics of China, the consumer price
index of the PRC increased by approximately 0.2%
in the year ended 31 December 2023 as compared
with an increase of approximately 2% in 2022. Such
inflation in the PRC did not have a significant effect
on the Group’s operating results.

LIQUIDITY RISK

The Group monitors its risk exposure to shortage
of funds. The Group regularly reviews the maturity
of both its financial investments and financial
assets (e.g., trade receivables and other financial
assets) and projects cash flows from operations. The
Group's objective is to maintain a balance between
continuity of funding and flexibility through the
use of bank overdrafts and bank loans. As at 31
December 2023, approximately RMB4,469 million (31

In
2023, 57 publications have objectively and comprehensively disclosed
information regarding the results, operating performance, financial
information, dividend payment, poll results of shareholder meetings and
certain other voluntary disclosures. The Company's website (www.chinaxIx.
com.hk) is also an important channel for its information disclosure and
important platform for investors to obtain information on the Company.

MULTIPLE-CHANNEL, COMPREHENSIVE INVESTOR
RELATIONS ACTIVITIES

In 2023, the Company continued to consolidate the foundation of investor
relations activities, updated the relevant process and database, and strived
to promote the development of investor relations activities. The Company
continued to conduct comprehensive communication with capital market
through various communication channels including results announcement
conference, roadshow promotion activities, reverse roadshows, one-on-
one investor meetings, press releases and WeChat groups. The Company
were able to timely demonstrate the unique advantages, strategic planning,
development philosophy, and the latest developments and performance of
production and operation activities of the Company to the capital market,
as well as sharing our understanding on the market and our outlook on the
industry. In addition to organizing regular results announcement meetings,
the Group has organized nearly a hundred roadshow promotions through
a combination of online and offline channels to proactively announce and
push notification of favourable news and shared in real time the highlights
of the Company in various communication channels (including official
accounts and WeChat groups), which attracted the attention of numerous
fund companies, securities companies as well as a large number of investors
and industry analysts to the Company.
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Affected by the pandemic over the past three years, several investors and
analysts have expressed that they have visited the Company on-site, but
would like to visit the Company again after a long time had passed. In 2023,
the Company organized three large reverse roadshows and arranged for
the investors and analysts to conduct on-site inspections of the Henan,
Jiangxi and Xinjiang bases respectively. In addition, the Group flexibly
and proactively arranged corporate senior management to participate in
numerous online and offline investor relations activities. During 2023, the
Company’s Chairman of the Board and the management participated in
plenty of investor activities to fully communicate with the capital market,
which realised multi-channelled communications. The Company actively
attended various investor forums organised by a number of investment
banks and funds, conducted one-on-one and one-on-many meetings and
online conferences regularly, and made interactive communication with
around 300 investors and analysts throughout the year, so as to further
provide investors and analysts a better understanding of the business and
operations of the Group.

STEADY AND CONTINUOUS SHAREHOLDER RETURNS

The Company attaches great importance to the Shareholders’ views on
its dividend payout. The Company determines its dividend payout every
year with reference to the Company’s actual financial status, long-term
development needs and potential investment opportunities. For the year
of 2023, the Group proposed dividend of RMB0.24 per Share and a dividend
payout ratio of 24.64% net profit attributable to owners of the parent.

CORPORATE GOVERNANCE PRACTICES

The Company is committed to achieving and maintaining a high standard
of corporate governance principles and processes in managing the
business and affairs, so as to improve the performance, accountability,
and transparency of the Group. The Board sets appropriate policies and
implements corporate governance practices appropriate to the conduct
and growth of the Group's business.

The Company has applied the principles as set out in the Corporate
Governance Code (the “CG Code”) contained in Appendix C1 to the Listing
Rules.

During the year ended 31 December 2023, the Board has reviewed its
corporate governance practices and considers that the Company has
complied with all the code provisions as set out in the CG Code. Key
corporate governance principles and practices of the Company are
summarised below.

A. CORPORATE CULTURE

The Board has established the Group’s purpose, values and strategy,
and satisfy itself that these and the Group’s culture are aligned. All
Directors must act with integrity, lead by example, and promote
the desired culture. The Board should instil such culture into the
Company and continually reinforces across our Company’s values of
acting lawfully, ethically and responsibly.

A healthy corporate culture set up by the Group, including integrity
and accountability, is vital for the Company to achieve its vision and
mission towards sustainable growth. It is the Board's role to foster
a corporate culture with core principles to guide the behaviours of
its employees, and ensure that the Company'’s vision, values and
business strategies are aligned to it.

The Board carries out ongoing comprehensive review of the Group's
formulation of business strategies and policies, which covers the
Group’s position in the major markets and service lines, leading
drivers of change in the industry and markets, and marketing
strategies to seize business opportunities in long run.

RESPONSIBILITIES AND DELEGATION

The primary role of the Board is taking leadership and
control of the Company to protect and enhance long-term
Shareholders’ value. It sets the corporate strategies of the
Group, and sets directions and goals for the management.
The Board also supervises the management and monitors
performance of these goals to enhance Shareholders’
value. The Board is responsible for the overall corporate
governance of the Group.

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Regular meetings of the Board are held to deliberate the
strategic policies of the Company including significant
acquisitions and disposals, review and approve annual
budgets, review the performance of the business and
approve the publicly issued periodic financial results.

All Directors are from time to time obtain information
concerning the Company to enable them to be fully
cognizant of the decisions and actions of the Company’s
management. The Board has unrestricted access to the
Company’s records and information. Any Director may
request for independent professional advice in appropriate
circumstances at the Company’s expense, upon reasonable
request made to the Board.

Senior management members are available to provide
explanatory information in the form of briefings to the
Directors or formal presentations at Board meetings, or by
external consultants engaged on specific projects.

The Board has formed specialised committees namely the
AC, the RC and the NC (collectively the “Committees”)
to assist in carrying out and discharging its duties and
responsibilities efficiently and effectively. The Committees
function within clearly defined terms of references and
operating procedures, which are reviewed on a regular
basis. The effectiveness of each of the Committees is also
constantly reviewed by the Board.

The company secretary(ies) of the Company (the “Company
Secretary(ies)”) and/or his/her representative(s) attend(s)
all Board meetings and meetings of the Committees to
ensure that Board procedures are followed and applicable
rules and regulations are complied with. Draft minutes of
meetings of the Board and the Committees are circulated to
Directors and the Committees members, as the case may be,
for comments within a reasonable time after each meeting
and the final version of minutes are available for Directors’
inspection.

The Company has established a Board Independence
Evaluation Mechanism during the year 2023 which sets
out the processes and procedures to ensure a strong
independent element on the Board, which allows the
Board effectively exercises independent judgment to better
safeguard Shareholders’interests.

The objectives of the evaluation are to improve Board
effectiveness, maximise strengths, and identify the areas that
need improvement or further development. The evaluation
process also clarifies what actions of the Company need to
be taken to maintain and improve the Board performance,
for instance, addressing individual training and development
needs of each Director.

Pursuant to the Board Independence Evaluation Mechanism,
the Board will conduct annual review on its independence.
During the year ended 31 December 2023, the Board
reviewed the implementation and effectiveness of the Board
Independence Evaluation Mechanism and the results were
satisfactory.

The Company has received written annual confirmation
from each independent non-executive Director of his
independence pursuant to the requirements of the Listing
Rules.

CHAIRMAN AND CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER

The Company supports the division of responsibility
between the Chairman of the Board and the Chief Executive
Officer of the Company in order to ensure a balance of
power and authority and preserve a balanced judgement
of views. During the year under review, Mr. Liu Xingxu is
the Chairman of the Board, focusing on the overall strategic
planning and business development of the Group; whereas
Mr. Song Wanlei is the Chief Executive Officer of the
Company, taking care of the overall management and day-
to-day business operations of the Group. Such separation of
the roles and duties of Chairman and Chief Executive Officer
would enable timely management of the Group’s affairs and
further reinforce the Group's development.

In addition, the Directors are of the view that the balanced
composition of executive Directors and non-executive
Directors (including independent non-executive Directors)
on the Board and the existence of AC, RC and NC (comprising
all or a majority of independent non-executive Directors) in
overseeing different aspects of the Company’s affairs would
help to maintain the balance of power and authority.

APPOINTMENT AND RE-ELECTION OF DIRECTORS

The procedures and processes of appointment and removal
of Directors are laid down in the Constitution.

Each of the executive Directors has entered into a service
contract with the Company, whereas the Company has
issued a letter of appointment to each of the independent
non-executive Directors and non-executive Directors. All
Directors are appointed for a specific term of three years.
They are also subject to retirement and re-election in
accordance with the Constitution at least once every three
years at an AGM.

The chairman of the AC is Mr. Ong
Kian Guan, who possesses the appropriate professional
qualifications, accounting and related financial management
expertise as required under Rule 3.10(2) of the Listing Rules.
None of the members of the AC is a former partner of the
Company’s existing external auditor.

The main duties of the AC are reviewing the financial
information and reports of the Group and considering any
significant or unusual items raised by the financial officers
of the Group or the external auditor before submission to
the Board; reviewing the relationship with and the terms
of appointment of the external auditor and making the
relevant recommendation to the Board; and reviewing the
Company’s financial reporting system, risk management and
internal control systems and internal audit function.

The Company has in place a whistle-blowing policy for
employees of the Group and those who deal with the
Company to raise concerns about possible improprieties
in financial reporting, internal control or other matters.
The AC constantly receives updates from the external
auditor pertaining to the latest changes to the accounting
standards and issues which have a direct impact on financial
statements.

The RC currently comprises a total of four members, being
the four existing independent non-executive Directors,
namely Mr. Ong Kian Guan, Mr. Li Shengxiao, Mr. Ong Wei Jin
and Mr. Li Hongxing. The chairman of the RC is Mr. Ong Wei
Jin. All aspects of remuneration, including but not limited
to Directors' fees, salaries, allowances, bonuses and benefits
in kind, will be covered by the RC. Each RC member will
abstain from voting on any resolution in respect of his own
remuneration package.

The Company’s remuneration policy is to ensure that the
remuneration offered to employees, including Directors
and senior management, is based on skill, knowledge,
responsibilities and involvement in the Company’s affairs.

The principal responsibilities of the RC include reviewing and
making recommendations to the Board on the Company’s
remuneration policy and structure and the remuneration
packages of Directors and senior management (i.e. the
model described in the code provision E.1.2(c)(ii) of the CG
Code is adopted), to review and/or approve matters relating
to share schemes under Chapter 17 of the Listing Rules. The
RC is also responsible for establishing transparent procedures
for developing such remuneration policy and structure
to ensure that no Director or any of his/her associates will
participate in deciding his/her own remuneration, and
the remuneration will be determined by the Board with
reference to the performance of the individual and the
Company as well as the market practice and conditions.
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In setting remuneration packages, the RC will take into
consideration the salary and employment conditions in
comparable companies within the industry. The RC will
also review the remuneration packages of the independent
non-executive Directors and the non-executive Director to
ensure that they are commensurate with the contributions
and responsibilities of the Directors. Each of the executive
Directors entered into a service contract with the Company,
which covers each of their terms of employment. The
Company will submit the quantum of Directors’ fees of each
year to the Shareholders for approval at each AGM.

NOMINATION COMMITTEE

The NC currently comprises a total of five members, being
the Chairman of the Board, namely Mr. Liu Xingxu, and the
four existing independent non-executive Directors, namely
Mr. Ong Kian Guan, Mr. Li Shengxiao, Mr. Ong Wei Jin and
Mr. Li Hongxing. Accordingly, a majority of the members are
independent non-executive Directors. The chairman of the
NC is Mr. Li Shengxiao.

The principal responsibilities of the NC include reviewing
the structure, size and composition (including the skills,
knowledge and experience) of the Board on an annual basis
and recommending any changes to the Board; identifying
qgualified and suitable individuals to become Board
members and selecting and making recommendations
to the Board on the selection of individuals nominated for
directorships; assessing the independence of independent
non-executive Directors; and making recommendations to
the Board on relevant matters relating to the appointment
or reappointment of Directors and succession planning for
Directors.
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The NC has established and implemented processes
including taking into consideration the attendance records
at the meetings of the Board and the Committees for
monitoring and evaluating the performance of the Board
as a whole and effectiveness and contribution of individual
Directors.

The Directors shall disclose to the Company details of
other significant offices held by them. Where a Director has
multiple directorships, the NC will evaluate whether or not
the Director is able to carry out and has been adequately
carrying out his/her duties as a Director. For the year ended
31 December 2023, the Board is satisfied that each Director
has allocated sufficient time and resources to the affairs of
the Company.

The Company has also adopted the Director Nomination
Policy. Such policy, devising the criteria and process of
selection and performance evaluation, provides guidance to
the Board on nomination and appointment of directors of
the Company. The Board believes that the defined selection
process is good for corporate governance in ensuring the
Board continuity and appropriate leadership at Board level,
and enhancing better Board effectiveness and diversity
as well as in compliance with the applicable rules and
regulations.

The NC and/or the Board may select candidates for
directorship from various channels, including but not limited
to internal promotion, re-designation, referral by other
member of the management and external recruitment
agents. In selecting and evaluating candidates for
directorship, the NC may make reference to certain criteria,
such as the Company’s needs, the integrity, experience,
skills and professional knowledge of the candidate, and the
amount of time and effort that the candidate will devote to
discharge his/her duties and responsibilities. Each candidate
shall be ranked by order of preference based on the needs
of the Company and check by the Company. The NC shall
report and make recommendation to the Board on the
appointment of appropriate candidate for directorship for
decision.
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The Company also recognises and embraces the benefits
of having a diverse Board and sees increasing diversity at
the Board level as an essential element in maintaining the
Company’s competitive advantage. The Company believes
that greater diversity of directors is good for corporate
governance and is committed to attract and retain
candidate(s) for Board with a combination of competencies
from the widest possible pool of available talents, and
assesses regularly the diversity profile of the Board and the
senior management prepared for Board positions under the
succession planning of the Company and the progress on
achieving diversity objectives, if any. A Board diversity policy
was adopted by the Company, pursuant to which the Board
and the NC is responsible for reviewing and assessing the
Board composition under diversified perspectives (including
but not limited to gender, age, cultural and educational
background, or professional experience) and for ensuring
that changes to the Board’s composition can be managed
without undue disruption. The NC shall report its findings
and make recommendation to the Board, if any. Such policy
and objectives, if any, will be reviewed from time to time to
ensure their appropriateness in determining the optimum
composition of the Board that are aligning with the
Company’s strategy and objectives.
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For the purpose of implementation of the board diversity

The management has performed the mandatory annual impairment
assessments of the following CGUs with material allocated goodwill as at 31
December 2023:

. Coal mining operations (“Coal mining CGU”) with property, plant
and equipment, right-of-use assets, coal mining rights, and goodwill
amounting to RMB953,996,000, RMB16,175,000, RMB232,447,000
and RMB25,361,000, respectively; and

. Medical intermediate CGU with property, plant and equipment,
right-of-use assets, and goodwill amounting to RMB488,073,000,
RMB60,750,000, and RMB34,021,000 respectively.

Management has determined the recoverable amount of the CGUs based
on value in use calculations using discounted cash flows projected for the
CGUs. As disclosed in Note 17 to the consolidated financial statements, the
key assumptions included budgeted sales, growth rates, gross margins,
operating costs, commodity prices and the discount rates that consider
the specific risks relating to the respective CGUs. Based on the impairment
assessments, management has concluded that the CGUs are not impaired.
We determined this to be a key audit matter because the impairment
assessments were complex and involved significant management
judgements and estimates in making assumptions about the future
market and economic conditions, revenue growth, margin and efficiency
improvements.

As part of our audit, we obtained an understanding of management’s
bases and processes to determine the carrying amounts and recoverable
amounts of the respective CGUs. We checked that the CGUs cash flow
projections were based on approved management budgets that reflected
business plans and the estimates of coal outputs and mining reserves of
the Coal mining CGU. We engaged our internal valuation specialists to
assist us in assessing management's valuation methodologies and the key
assumptions used in the respective discounted cash flow computations.
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We evaluated the key cash flows assumptions used by considering our
findings on past budget variances, comparing management’s budgeted
sales and operating costs to historical data and information on expected
efficiency improvements; corroborating these budgets against economic
and industry forecasts from external sources; and additionally in the case
of the Coal mining CGU, comparing the mineable reserves inputs that
budgeted sales are based on to the mines’' proven and probable reserves
estimates provided by the relevant authority; and comparing commodity
prices used to external observable data.

We assessed the discount rates used by the management by comparing
to external data of comparable companies with support from our internal
valuation specialists. We performed sensitivity analyses of the impairment
assessments to reasonable changes in key assumptions. We also assessed
the adequacy of the Group’s disclosures made on the impairment
assessments and related sensitivity analyses that are included in Notes
17 and 18 to the consolidated financial statements and those disclosures
related to significant accounting judgements and estimates that are
included in Note 4 to the consolidated financial statements.

1. CORPORATE AND GROUP INFORMATION

China XLX Fertiliser Ltd. (the “Company”) is a limited liability company
incorporated in Singapore on 17 July 2006 under the Singapore Companies
Act and its shares are listed on The Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited.
The registered office of the Company is located at 9 Raffles Place, #26-01
Republic Plaza, Singapore 048619. The principal place of business of the
Group is located at Xinxiang Economic Development Zone, Henan Province,
Taxihe Industrial Park, Baijiadian Town, Manas Country, Changji Prefecture,
Xinjiang Province, and Jishan Industrial Zone, Jiujiang City, Jiangxi Province
in the People's Republic of China (the "PRC"). The principal activity of the
Company is investment holding. Particulars of the Group’s subsidiaries and
associates are disclosed in Note 48 and 41(a) respectively.

During the year, the principal activities of the Company’s subsidiaries
are mainly the development, manufacturing, and trading of related
differentiated products such as urea, compound fertiliser, DMF, methanol,
melamine, urea solution for vehicle, liquid ammonia and medical
intermediate.

2.1 BASIS OF PREPARATION

The consolidated financial statements of the Group and the statement of
financial position and statement of changes in equity of the Company have
been prepared in accordance with Singapore Financial Reporting Standards
(International) (“SFRS (1)”) and International Financial Reporting Standards
(“IFRSS").

For the purpose of SFRS (l)s, financial statements that have been prepared in
accordance and complied with IFRS are deemed to have also complied with
SFRS (I)s. SFRS (I) comprise standards and interpretations that are equivalent
to IFRS. All references to SFRS (I) and IFRS are referred to collectively as “IFRS”
in these financial statements, unless specified otherwise.

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost
basis, except as disclosed in the accounting policies below. The financial
statements are presented in Renminbi (“RMB”) and all values in the tables
are rounded to the nearest thousand (“RMB’000") except when otherwise
indicated.
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2.1 BASIS OF PREPARATION (CONTINUED)

The Group had net current liabilities of RMB 4,860 million (2022: RMB 4,310
million) as at 31 December 2023. After taking into account the cash flows
projection for the following twelve months from the reporting date, the
available unutilised banking facilities and exclusion of contract liabilities
(non-financial liabilities) of RMB 1,346 million as at 31 December 2023, the
directors of the Company consider that the Group w ill have sufficient funds
to finance its operations and financial obligations as and when they fall due,
and accordingly, are satisfied that it is appropriate to prepare the financial
statements on a going concern basis.

The Company had net current liabilities of RMB 104,940 million (2022: net
current assets RMB 14,495 million) as at 31 December 2023. These factors
indicate the existence of a material uncertainty which may cast significant
doubt about the Company'’s ability to continue as going concern. The
directors are of the opinion that the Company will be able to pay its debts
as and when they fall due as the subsidiary with material payable balances
as at 31 December 2023 had undertaken not to demand payment of the
balances for a minimum of 12 months from the date of financial statements
to enable the Company to meet its daily working capital requirements and
liabilities as and when they fall due. Accordingly, the financial statements of
the Company are prepared on a going concern basis.

Should the Group and Company be unable to continue as a going concern,
adjustments would have to be made to restate the values of assets to their
recoverable amounts, to provide for any further liabilities which might
arise and to reclassify non-current assets and liabilities as current assets
and liabilities, respectively. The effects of these adjustments have not been
reflected in these consolidated financial statements.

BASIS OF CONSOLIDATION

The consolidated financial statements include the financial statements of
the Company and its subsidiaries (collectively referred to as the “Group”)
for the year ended 31 December 2023. A subsidiary is an entity (including a
structured entity), directly or indirectly, controlled by the Company. Control
is achieved when the Group is exposed, or has rights, to variable returns
from its involvement with the investee and has the ability to affect those
returns through its power over the investee (i.e., existing rights that give the
Group the current ability to direct the relevant activities of the investee).

When the Company has, directly or indirectly, less than a majority of the
voting or similar rights of an investee, the Group considers all relevant facts
and circumstances in assessing whether it has power over an investee,
including:

(@ the contractual arrangement with the other vote holders of the
investee;

(b) rights arising from other contractual arrangements; and
(c) the Group's voting rights and potential voting rights.

The financial statements of the subsidiaries are prepared for the same
reporting period as the Company, using consistent accounting policies. The
results of subsidiaries are consolidated from the date on which the Group
obtains control, and continue to be consolidated until the date that such
control ceases.

Profit or loss and each component of other comprehensive income are
attributed to the owners of the parent of the Group and to the non-
controlling interests, even if this results in the non-controlling interests
having a deficit balance. All intra-group assets and liabilities, equity, income,
expenses and cash flows relating to transactions between members of the
Group are eliminated in full on consolidation.

The Group reassesses whether or not it controls an investee if facts and
circumstances indicate that there are changes to one or more of the three
elements of control described in the accounting policy for subsidiaries
above. A change in the ownership interest of a subsidiary, without a loss of
control, is accounted for as an equity transaction.

If the Group loses control over a subsidiary, it derecognises (i) the assets
(including goodwill) and liabilities of the subsidiary, (ii) the carrying
amount of any non-controlling interest and (i) the cumulative translation
differences recorded in equity; and recognises (i) the fair value of the
consideration received, (ii) the fair value of any investment retained and
(iii) any resulting surplus or deficit in profit or loss. The Group's share of
components previously recognised in other comprehensive income is
reclassified to profit or loss or retained profits, as appropriate, on the same
basis as would be required if the Group had directly disposed of the related
assets or liabilities.
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Consolidation of the subsidiaries in the PRC is based on the subsidiaries’

financial statements prepared in accordance with IFRSs. Profits reflected in
the financial statements prepared in accordance with IFRSs may differ from
those reflected in the PRC statutory financial statements of the subsidiaries,
prepared for PRC financial reporting purposes. In accordance with the
relevant laws and regulations, profits available for distribution by the PRC
subsidiaries are based on the amounts stated in the PRC statutory financial
statements.

BUSINESS COMBINATIONS AND GOODWILL

Business combinations are accounted for using the acquisition method.
The consideration transferred is measured at the acquisition date fair value
which is the sum of the acquisition date fair values of assets transferred
by the Group, liabilities assumed by the Group to the former owners of
the acquiree and the equity interests issued by the Group in exchange
for control of the acquiree. For each business combination, the Group
elects whether to measure the non-controlling interests in the acquiree
that are present ownership interests and entitle their holders to a
proportionate share of net assets in the event of liquidation at fair value
or at the proportionate share of the acquiree’s identifiable net assets. All
other components of non-controlling interests are measured at fair value.
Acquisition-related costs are expensed as incurred.

When the Group acquires a business, it assesses the financial assets
and liabilities assumed for appropriate classification and designation in
accordance with the contractual terms, economic circumstances and
pertinent conditions as at the acquisition date. This includes the separation
of embedded derivatives in host contracts of the acquiree.

If the business combination is achieved in stages, the previously held equity
interest is remeasured at its acquisition date fair value and any resulting
gain or loss is recognised in profit or loss.

Any contingent consideration to be transferred by the acquirer is
recognised at fair value at the acquisition date. Contingent consideration
classified as an asset or liability is measured at fair value with changes in fair
value recognised in profit or loss. Contingent consideration that is classified
as equity is not remeasured and subsequent settlement is accounted for
within equity.

Goodwill is initially measured at cost, being the excess of the aggregate of
the consideration transferred, the amount recognised for non-controlling
interests and any fair value of the Group’s previously held equity interests
in the acquiree over the identifiable net assets acquired and liabilities
assumed. If the sum of this consideration and other items is lower than the
fair value of the net assets acquired, the difference is, after reassessment,
recognised in profit or loss as a gain on bargain purchase.

After initial recognition, goodwill is measured at cost less any accumulated
impairment losses. Goodwill is tested for impairment annually or more
frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying
value may be impaired. The Group performs its annual impairment test of
goodwill as at 31 December 2023. For the purpose of impairment testing,
goodwill acquired in a business combination is, from the acquisition date,
allocated to each of the Group’s cash-generating units, or groups of cash-
generating units, that are expected to benefit from the synergies of the
combination, irrespective of whether other assets or liabilities of the Group
are assigned to those units or groups of units.

Impairment is determined by assessing the recoverable amount of the
cash-generating unit (group of cash-generating units) to which the
goodwill relates. Where the recoverable amount of the cash-generating
unit (group of cash-generating units) is less than the carrying amount, an
impairment loss is recognised. An impairment loss recognised for goodwill
is not reversed in a subsequent period.

Where goodwill has been allocated to a cash-generating unit (or group of
cash-generating units) and part of the operation within that unit is disposed
of, the goodwill associated with the operation disposed of is included in the
carrying amount of the operation when determining the gain or loss on the
disposal. Goodwill disposed of in these circumstances is measured based
on the relative value of the operation disposed of and the portion of the
cash-generating unit retained.

TRANSACTIONS WITH NON-CONTROLLING INTERESTS

Non-controlling interest represents the equity in subsidiaries not
attributable, directly or indirectly, to owners of the parent, and are presented
separately in the consolidated statement of profit or loss and other
comprehensive income and within equity in the consolidated statement
of financial position, separately from equity attributable to owners of the
parent.

Changes in the Company’s ownership interest in a subsidiary that do not
result in a loss of control are accounted for as equity transactions. In such
circumstances, the carrying amounts of the controlling and non-controlling
interests are adjusted to reflect the changes in their relative interests in
the subsidiary. Any difference between the amount by which the non-
controlling interest is adjusted and the fair value of the consideration paid
or received is recognised directly in equity and attributed to owners of the
parent.

ASSOCIATES

An associate is an entity over which the Group has the power to participate
in the financial and operating policy decisions of the investee but does not
have control or joint control of those policies.

The Group account for its investments in associates using the equity
method from the date on which it becomes an associate.

On acquisition of the investment, any excess of the cost of the investment
over the Group's share of the net fair value of the investee’s identifiable
assets and liabilities represents goodwill and is included in the carrying
amount of the investment. Any excess of the Group’s share of the net fair
value of the investee’s identifiable assets and liabilities over the cost of the
investment is included as income in the determination of the entity’s share
of the associate’s profit or loss in the period in which the investment is
acquired.

Under the equity method, the investment in associates are carried in the
balance sheet at cost plus post-acquisition changes in the Group's share
of net assets of the associates. The profit or loss reflects the share of results
of the operations of the associates. Distributions received from associates
reduce the carrying amount of the investment. Where there has been a
change recognised in other comprehensive income by the associates,
the Group recognises its share of such changes in other comprehensive
income. Unrealised gains and losses resulting from transactions between
the Group and associate are eliminated to the extent of the interest in the
associates.

Where the Group’s share of losses in an associate equals or exceeds its
interest in the associate, the Group does not recognise further losses, unless
it has incurred obligations or made payments on behalf of the associate.

After application of the equity method, the Group determines whether
it is necessary to recognise an additional impairment loss on the Group's
investment in associate. The Group determines at the end of each reporting
period whether there is any objective evidence that the investment in the
associate is impaired. If this is the case, the Group calculates the amount
of impairment as the difference between the recoverable amount of the
associate and its carrying value and recognises the amount in profit or loss.

The financial statements of the associates are prepared as the same

reporting date as the Company. Where necessary, adjustments are mad to
bring the accounting policies in line with those of the Group.

The Group measures its derivative financial instruments and equity
investments at fair value at the end of each reporting period. Fair value is
the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability
in an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement
date. The fair value measurement is based on the presumption that the
transaction to sell the asset or transfer the liability takes place either
in the principal market for the asset or liability, or in the absence of a
principal market, in the most advantageous market for the asset or liability.
The principal or the most advantageous market must be accessible by
the Group. The fair value of an asset or a liability is measured using the
assumptions that market participants would use when pricing the asset
or liability, assuming that market participants act in their economic best
interest.

A fair value measurement of a non-financial asset takes into account
a market participant’s ability to generate economic benefits by using
the asset in its highest and best use or by selling it to another market
participant that would use the asset in its highest and best use.

The Group uses valuation techniques that are appropriate in the
circumstances and for which sufficient data are available to measure fair
value, maximising the use of relevant observable inputs and minimising the
use of unobservable inputs.

All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured or disclosed in
the financial statements are categorised within the fair value hierarchy,
described as follows, based on the lowest level input that is significant to
the fair value measurement as a whole:

Levell - based on quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for
identical assets or liabilities

Level2 - based on valuation techniques for which the lowest level
input that is significant to the fair value measurement is
observable, either directly or indirectly

Level3 - based on valuation techniques for which the lowest level

input that is significant to the fair value measurement is
unobservable

whole) at the end of each reporting period.

FUNCTIONAL CURRENCY

The Group’s principal operations are conducted in the PRC. The directors
have determined the currency other primary economic environment in
which each entity in the Group operates, i.e., functional currency, to be
RMB. Sales prices and major costs of providing goods and services including
major operating expenses are primarily influenced by fluctuations in RMB.
Each entity in the Group determines its own functional currency and items
included in the financial statements of each entity are measured using that
functional currency.

FOREIGN CURRENCY TRANSACTIONS

Transactions in foreign currencies are measured in the respective functional
currencies of the Company and its subsidiaries and are recorded on initial
recognition in the functional currencies at exchange rates approximating
those ruling at the transaction dates. Monetary assets and liabilities
denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the rate of exchange
ruling at the end of the reporting period. Non-monetary items that are
measured in terms of historical cost in a foreign currency are translated
using the exchange rates as at the dates of the initial transactions. Non-
monetary items measured at fair value in a foreign currency are translated
using the exchange rates at the date when the fair value was determined.

Exchange differences arising on the settlement of monetary items or
on translating monetary items at the end of the reporting period are
recognised in profit or loss.

For consolidation purpose, the assets and liabilities of foreign operations
are translated into RMB at the rate of exchange ruling at the end of the
reporting period and their profit or loss are translated at the exchange
rates prevailing at the date of the transactions. The exchange differences
arising on the translation are recognised in other comprehensive income.
On disposal of a foreign operation, the component of other comprehensive
income relating to that particular foreign operation is recognised in profit or
loss.

Property, plant and equipment, other than construction in progress,
are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and any accumulated
impairment losses. The cost of an item of property, plant and equipment
comprises its purchase price and any directly attributable costs of bringing
the asset to its working condition and location for its intended use.

Expenditure incurred after items of property, plant and equipment
have been put into operation, such as repairs and maintenance, is
normally charged to profit or loss in the period in which it is incurred. In
situations where the recognition criteria are satisfied, the expenditure for
a major inspection is capitalised in the carrying amount of the asset as a
replacement. Where significant parts of property, plant and equipment are
required to be replaced at intervals, the Group recognises such parts as
individual assets with specific useful lives and depreciates them accordingly.

Depreciation is calculated on the straight-line basis to write off the cost of
each item of property, plant and equipment to its residual value over its
estimated useful life.

COAL MINING RIGHTS

Coal mining rights are stated at cost less accumulated amortisation and any
accumulated impairment losses. A coal mining right is amortised over its
useful life using a unit-of-production method once production commences.
The coal mining right is written off to profit or loss if the coal mining
property is abandoned. The estimated useful lives are as follows:

Intangible assets acquired separately are measure on initial recognition
at cost. The cost of intangible assets acquired in a business combination
is their fair value at the date of acquisition. Following initial recognition,
intangible assets are carried at cost less any accumulated amortisation and
accumulated impairment losses.

The useful lives of intangible assets are assessed as either finite or indefinite.

Intangible assets with finite lives are amortised over the useful economic
life and assessed for impairment whenever there is an indication that
the intangible asset may be impaired. The amortisation period and the
amortisation method for an intangible asset with a finite life are reviewed at
least at the end of each reporting period. Changes in the expected useful
life or the expected pattern of consumption of future economic benefits
embodied in the asset are considered to modify the amortisation period
or method, as appropriate, and are treated as changes in accounting
estimates. The amortisation expense on intangible assets with finite lives is
recognised in the statement of profit or loss in the expense category that is
consistent with the function of intangible assets.

An intangible asset is derecognised upon disposal (i.e., at the date
the recipient obtains control) or when no future economic benefits
are expected from its use or disposal. Any gain or loss arising upon
derecognition of the asset (calculated as the difference between the net
disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset) is included in the
statement of profit or loss.

IMPAIRMENT OF NON-FINANCIAL ASSETS

Where an indication of impairment exists, or when annual impairment
testing for an asset is required (other than inventories and financial assets),
the asset’s recoverable amount is estimated. An asset’s recoverable amount
is the higher of the asset’s or cash-generating unit’s value in use and its fair
value less costs of disposal, and is determined for an individual asset, unless
the asset does not generate cash inflows that are largely independent of
those from other assets or groups of assets, in which case the recoverable
amount is determined for the cash-generating unit to which the asset
belongs.

An impairment loss is recognised only if the carrying amount of an asset
exceeds its recoverable amount. In assessing value in use, the estimated
future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax
discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of
money and the risks specific to the asset. An impairment loss is charged
to the statement of profit or loss in the period in which it arises in those
expense categories consistent with the function of the impaired asset.

An assessment is made at the end of each reporting period as to whether
there is an indication that previously recognised impairment losses may
no longer exist or may have decreased. If such an indication exists, the
recoverable amount is estimated. A previously recognised impairment

Financial assets are classified, at initial recognition, as subsequently
measured at amortised cost, fair value through other comprehensive
income (OCI), and fair value through profit or loss.

The classification of financial assets at initial recognition depends on the
financial asset’s contractual cash flow characteristics and the Group’s
business model for managing them. With the exception of trade receivables
that do not contain a significant financing component or for which the
Group has applied the practical expedient, the Group initially measures a
financial asset at its fair value plus, in the case of a financial asset not at fair
value through profit or loss, transaction costs. Trade receivables that do
not contain a significant financing component or for which the Group has
applied the practical expedient are measured at the transaction price as
disclosed in the section Revenue recognition.

In order for a financial asset to be classified and measured at amortised
cost or fair value through OCI, it needs to give rise to cash flows that are
‘solely payments of principal and interest (SPPI)’ on the principal amount
outstanding. This assessment is referred to as the SPPI test and is performed
at an instrument level. Financial assets with cash flows that are not SPPI are
classified and measured at fair value through profit or loss, irrespective of
the business model. The Group’s business model for managing financial
assets refers to how it manages its financial assets in order to generate
cash flows. The business model determines whether cash flows will result
from collecting contractual cash flows, selling the financial assets, or both.
Financial assets classified and measured at amortised cost are held within a
business model with the objective to hold financial assets in order to collect
contractual cash flows while financial assets classified and measured at fair
value through OCI are held within a business model with the objective of
both holding to collect contractual cash flows and selling.

Purchases or sales of financial assets that require delivery of assets within
a time frame established by regulation or convention in the market place
(regular way trades) are recognised on the trade date, i.e, the date that the
Group commits to purchase or sell the asset.

(b) Financial assets at fair value through OCI (debt instruments)

For debt instruments at fair value through OCI, interest income, foreign
exchange revaluation and impairment losses or reversals are recognised
in the statement of profit or loss and computed in the same manner as
for financial assets measured at amortised cost. The remaining fair value
changes are recognized in OCI.

() Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss

Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss are carried in the
statement of financial position at fair value with net changes in fair value
recognised in the statement of profit or loss.

This category includes derivative instruments, listed and non-listed equity
investments which the Group had not irrevocably elected to classify at fair
value through OCI. Dividends on listed equity investments are recognised as
other income in the statement of profit or loss when the right of payment
has been established.

Derivatives

A derivative embedded in a hybrid contract, with a financial liability or non-
financial host, is separated from the host and accounted for as a separate
derivative if: the economic characteristics and risks are not closely related
to the host; a separate instrument with the same terms as the embedded
derivative would meet the definition of a derivative; and the hybrid contract
is not measured at fair value through profit or loss.

Embedded derivatives are measured at fair value with changes in fair value
recognised in profit or loss. Reassessment only occurs if there is either a
change in the terms of the contract that significantly modifies the cash
flows that would otherwise be required or a reclassification of a financial
asset out of the fair value through profit or loss category.

IMPAIRMENT OF FINANCIAL ASSETS

The Group recognises an allowance for expected credit losses (ECLs) for all
debt instruments not held at fair value through profit or loss and financial
guarantee contracts. ECLs are based on the difference between the
contractual cash flows due in accordance with the contract and all the cash
flows that the Group expects to receive, discounted at an approximation of
the original effective interest rate. The expected cash flows will include cash
flows from the sale of collateral held or other credit enhancements that are
integral to the contractual terms.

ECLs are recognised in two stages. For credit exposures for which there
has not been a significant increase in credit risk since initial recognition,
ECLs are provided for credit losses that result from default events that are
possible within the next 12-months (a 12-month ECL). For those credit
exposures for which there has been a significant increase in credit risk since
initial recognition, a loss allowance is recognised for credit losses expected
over the remaining life of the exposure, irrespective of timing of the default
(alifetime ECL).

For trade receivables and contract assets, the Group applies a simplified
approach in calculating ECLs. Therefore, the group does not track changes
in credit risk, but instead recognises a loss allowance based on lifetime ECLs
at each reporting date. The Group has established a provision matrix that is
based on its historical credit loss experience, adjusted for forward-looking
factors specific to the debtors and the economic environment.

For debt instruments at fair value through OCI, the Group applies the low
credit risk simplification. At every reporting date, the Group evaluates
whether the debt instrument is considered to have low credit risk using all
reasonable and supportable information that is available without undue
cost or effort. In making that evaluation, the Group reassesses the internal
credit rating of the debt instrument. In addition, the Group considers that
there has been a significant increase in credit risk when the contractual
payments are more than 30 days past due.

The Group considers a financial asset in default when contractual payments
are 90 days past due. However, in certain cases, the Group may also consider
a financial asset to be in default when internal or external information
indicates that the Group is unlikely to receive the outstanding contractual
amounts in full before taking into account any credit enhancements held
by the Group. A financial asset is written off when there is no reasonable
expectation of recovering the contractual cash flows.

FINANCIAL LIABILITIES
INITIAL RECOGNITION AND MEASUREMENT

Financial liabilities are classified, at initial recognition, as financial liabilities
at fair value through profit or loss, loans and borrowings, or as derivatives
designated as hedging instruments in an effective hedge, as appropriate.

All financial liabilities are recognised initially at fair value and, in the case of
loans and borrowings, net of directly attributable transaction costs.

The Group’s financial liabilities include trade and bill payables, certain
accruals and other payables, loans from a non-controlling interest, amounts
due to related companies, interest-bearing bank and other borrowings and
bonds payable.

The subsequent measurement of financial liabilities depends on their
classification as follows:

Loans and borrowings

After initial recognition, interest-bearing loans and borrowings are
subsequently measured at amortised cost, using the effective interest rate
method unless the effect of discounting would be immaterial, in which
case they are stated at cost. Gains and losses are recognised in profit or
loss when the liabilities are derecognised as well as through the effective
interest rate amortisation process.

Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or
premium on acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part of the
effective interest rate. The effective interest rate amortisation is included in
finance costs in profit or loss.

DERECOGNITION OF FINANCIAL LIABILITIES

A financial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is
discharged or cancelled, or expires.

When an existing financial liability is replaced by another from the same
lender on substantially different terms, or the terms of an existing liability
are substantially modified, such an exchange or modification is treated as
a derecognition of the original liability and a recognition of a new liability,
and the difference between the respective carrying amounts is recognised
in profit or loss.

OFFSETTING OF FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount
is reported in the statement of financial position if there is a currently
enforceable legal right to offset the recognised amounts and there is an
intention to settle on a net basis, or to realise the assets and settle the
liabilities simultaneously.

BONDS PAYABLE

Bonds payable are classified under loans and borrowings and recognised
initially at fair value. After initial recognition, bonds payable are
subsequently measured at cost because the effect of discounting would be
immaterial as their terms are relatively short.

CASH AND CASH EQUIVALENTS

For the purpose of the consolidated statement of cash flows, cash and cash
equivalents comprise cash and bank balances and short-term highly liquid
investments that are readily convertible into known amounts of cash, are
subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value, and have a short maturity
of generally within three months when acquired, less bank overdrafts which
are repayable on demand and form an integral part of the Group’s cash
management.

INVENTORIES

Inventories are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Cost
is determined on the weighted average basis and, in the case of work in
progress and finished goods, comprises direct materials, direct labour
and an appropriate proportion of overheads. Net realisable value is based
on estimated selling prices less any estimated costs to be incurred to
completion and disposal.

PROVISIONS

A provision is recognised when a present obligation (legal or constructive)
has arisen as a result of a past event and it is probable that a future outflow
of resources will be required to settle the obligation, provided that a reliable
estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.

When the effect of discounting is material, the amount recognised for a
provision is the present value at the end of the reporting period of the
future expenditures expected to be required to settle the obligation. The
increase in the discounted present value amount arising from the passage
of time is included in finance costs in the statement of profit or loss.

GOVERNMENT GRANTS

Government grants are recognised at their fair value where there is
reasonable assurance that the grant will be received and all attached
conditions will be complied with. When the grant relates to an expense
item, it is recognised as income on a systematic basis over the periods that
the costs, which it is intended to compensate, are expensed.

Where the grant relates to an asset, the fair value is credited to a deferred
income account and is released to the statement of profit or loss over the
expected useful life of the relevant asset by equal annual instalments.

BORROWING COSTS

Borrowing costs directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or
production of qualifying assets, i.e., assets that necessarily take a substantial
period of time to get ready for their intended use or sale, are capitalised as
part of the cost of those assets. The capitalisation of such borrowing costs
ceases when the assets are substantially ready for their intended use or
sale. Investment income earned on the temporary investment of specific
borrowings pending their expenditure on qualifying assets is deducted
from the borrowing costs capitalised. All other borrowing costs are
expensed in the period in which they are incurred. Borrowing costs consist
of interest and other costs that an entity incurs in connection with the
borrowing of funds.

EMPLOYEE BENEFITS

Employee benefits are recognised as an expense, unless the cost qualifies
to be capitalised as an asset.

(A) DEFINED CONTRIBUTION PLAN

The employees of the Group’s subsidiaries which operate in Mainland China
are required to participate in a central pension scheme operated by the
local municipal government. The subsidiaries are required to contribute
a percentage of their payroll costs to the central pension scheme. The
contributions are charged to the statement of profit or loss as they become
payable in accordance with the rules of the central pension scheme.

The Group makes contributions to the Central Provident Fund Scheme in
Singapore, a defined contribution pension scheme. Contributions to the
defined contribution pension scheme are recognised as an expense in the
period in which the related service is performed.

(B) EQUITY-SETTLED SHARE-BASED COMPENSATION

The Group’s subsidiary operates an equity-settled share-based
compensation plan and grants restricted stock unit awards to the Group's
employees. The fair value of the employee services received in exchange for
the grant of restricted stock unit awards is recognised as an expense with
a corresponding increase in the non-controlling interests over the vesting
period.

The total amount of restricted stock unit awards to be recognised over the
vesting period is determined by reference to the fair value which is the
market price of the stocks of the subsidiary on the date of the grant.

At each state of financial position date, the Group revises its estimates of
the number of restricted stock unit awards that are expected to vest and
recognises the impact of the revision of the estimates in profit or loss with
a corresponding adjustment to the non-controlling interests over the
remaining vesting period.

LEASES

GROUP AS A LESSEE

The Group applies a single recognition and measurement approach for
all leases, except for short-term leases and leases of low-value assets. The
Group recognises lease liabilities to make lease payments and right-of-use
assets representing the right to use the underlying assets.

REVENUE RECOGNITION

Revenue is measured based on the consideration to which the Group
expects to be entitled in exchange for transferring promised goods or
services to a customer, excluding amounts collected on behalf of third
parties.

Revenue is recognised when the Group satisfies a performance obligation
by transferring a promised good or service to the customer, which is
when the customer obtains control of the good or service. A performance
obligation may be satisfied at a point in time or over time. The amount of
revenue recognised is the amount allocated to the satisfied performance
obligation.

SALE OF GOODS

The Group is in the business of manufacture and trading of urea,
compound fertilizer, DMF, methanol, melamine, urea solution for vehicle,
liquid ammonia, medical intermediate and related products. Revenue is
recognised when the goods are delivered to the customer and all criteria
for acceptance have been satisfied.

The amount of revenue recognised is based on the estimated transaction
price, which comprises the contractual price, net of the estimated volume
rebates. Based on the Group’s experience with similar types of contracts,
variable consideration is typically constrained and is included in the
transaction only to the extent that it is a highly probable that a significant
reversal in the amount of cumulative revenue recognised will not occur
when the uncertainty associated with the variable consideration is
subsequently resolved.

At the end of each reporting date, the Group updates its assessment
of the estimated transaction price, including its assessment of whether
an estimate of variable consideration is constrained. The corresponding
amounts are adjusted against revenue in the period in which the
transaction price changes.

CONSTRUCTION AND INSTALLATION SERVICES

The Group is in the business of providing construction and installation
services. Revenue from contracts with customers is recognised when
control of the goods or services are transferred to the customer at an
amount that reflects the consideration to which the Group expects to be
entitled in exchange for those goods or services.

INCOME TAXES

Income tax comprises current and deferred tax. Income tax relating to items
recognised outside profit or loss is recognised outside profit or loss, either
in other comprehensive income or directly in equity.

Current tax assets and liabilities are measured at the amount expected to
be recovered from or paid to the taxation authorities, based on tax rates (and
tax laws) that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the end of
the reporting period, taking into consideration interpretations and practices
prevailing in the countries in which the Group operates.

Deferred tax is provided using the liability method on all temporary
differences at the end of the reporting period between the tax bases of
assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts for financial reporting
purposes.

Deferred tax liabilities are recognised for all taxable temporary differences,
except.

- When the deferred tax liability arises from the initial recognition
of goodwill or of an asset or liability in a transaction that is not a
business combination and, at the time of the transaction, affects
neither the accounting profit nor taxable profit or loss; and

- In respect of taxable temporary differences associated with
investments in subsidiaries, associates and joint ventures, where the
timing of the reversal of the temporary differences can be controlled
and it is probable that the temporary differences will not reverse in
the foreseeable future.

IMPAIRMENT ASSESSMENT OF CASH-GENERATING UNITS (“CGU")

The carrying values of property, plant and equipment, right-of-use assets,
coal mining rights and goodwill included in Coal mining CGU and Medical
intermediate CGU are reviewed for impairment when events or changes in
circumstances indicate that the carrying values may not be recoverable in
accordance with the accounting policy for the impairment of non-financial
assets in the section of material accounting policies information. The
recoverable amounts of the property, plant and equipment, right-of-use
assets, coal mining rights and goodwill, or, where appropriate, the CGU to
which they belong, are calculated as the value-in-use. Estimating the value-
in-use requires the Group to estimate the expected future cash flows from
the CGU and to choose a suitable discount rate in order to calculate the
present value of those cash flows. At 31 December 2023, no impairment
loss has been recognised for the CGUs. Further details are given in Note 17
and Note 18.

COAL MINE RESERVE

The estimation of the Group’s coal mine reserve is inherently imprecise and
represent only approximate amounts because of the subjective judgements
involved in developing such information. There are authoritative guidelines
regarding the engineering criteria that have to be met before an estimated
coal mine reserve can be designated as “proved” and “probable”. Proved
and probable coal mine reserve estimates are updated on regular intervals
taking into recent production and technical information about each mine.
In addition, as prices and cost levels change from year to year, the estimate
of the proved and probable coal mine reserve also changes. This change is
considered a change in estimate for accounting purposes and is reflected
on a prospective basis in related amortisation rates.

The capitalised cost of the coal mining right is amortised over the estimated
useful life of the related coal mine reserve. The useful life is reviewed
annually in accordance with the production of the plants of the Group and
the proven and probable reserves of the coal mines. The carrying amount
of the coal mining rights at 31 December 2023 was RMB 232,447,000 (2022:
RMB 233,434,000).

Accordingly, a separate operating segment for the coal mining
business carried out by these subsidiaries has not been presented.

Except as indicated above, no operating segments have been aggregated
to form the above reportable operating segments.

Management monitors the results of the Group’s operating segments
separately for the purpose of making decisions about resources allocation
and performance assessment. Segment performance is evaluated based
on reportable segment profit, which is a measure of gross profit. Group
financing (including finance costs), income taxes and other unallocated
items, as explained below, are managed on a group basis and are not
allocated to operating segments.

Intersegment sales and transfers are transacted with reference to the selling
prices used for sales made to third parties at the then prevailing market
prices.

Segment results include items directly attributable to a segment as well
as those that can be allocated on a reasonable basis. Unallocated items
comprise other income and gains, other expenses, selling and distribution
expenses, general and administrative expenses, finance costs and income
tax expense.

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46. FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT OBJECTIVES AND
POLICIES

The Group is exposed to financial risks arising from its operations and
the use of financial instruments. The key financial risks include credit
risk, liquidity risk, interest rate risk and foreign currency risk. The board of
directors reviews and agrees policies and procedures for the management
of these risks, which are executed by the chief financial officer and finance
manager.

The following sections provide details regarding the Group’s exposure
to the above-mentioned financial risks and the objectives, policies and
processes for the management of these risks.

(A)  CREDITRISK

Credit risk is the risk of loss that may arise on outstanding financial
instruments should a counterparty default on its obligations. The Group's
exposure to credit risk arises primarily from trade and other receivables.
For other financial assets such as cash and cash equivalents, pledged time
deposits, equity investments, amounts due from related companies, bills
receivables and deposits and other receivables, the Group minimises credit
risk by dealing exclusively with high credit rating counterparties.

The Group's objective is to seek continual revenue growth while minimising
losses incurred due to increased credit risk exposure. The Group trades only
with recognised and creditworthy third parties. It is the Group’s policy that
the majority of customers who wish to trade are required to pay cash on
delivery or in advance before collecting any goods. A minority of customers
who wish to trade on credit terms are subject to credit verification
procedures. In addition, receivable balances are monitored on an ongoing
basis and the Group's exposure to bad debts is not significant.

The Group considers the probability of default upon initial recognition of
asset and whether there has been a significant increase in credit risk on an
ongoing basis throughout each reporting period.

The Group has determined the default event on a financial asset to be when
the counterparty fails to make contractual payments, within 90 days when
they fall due, which are derived based on the Group’s historical information.
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46. FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT OBJECTIVES AND
POLICIES (CONTINUED)

(A)  CREDIT RISK (CONTINUED)

The Group considers “low risk” to be an investment grade credit rating with
at least one major rating agency for those investments with credit rating.
To assess whether there is a significant increase in credit risk, the Company
compares the risk of a default occurring on the asset as at reporting date
with the risk of default as at the date of initial recognition. The Group
considers available reasonable and supportive forwarding-looking
information which includes the following indicators:

- Internal credit rating

- External credit rating

- Actual or expected significant adverse changes in business, financial
or economic conditions that are expected to cause a significant
change to the borrower's ability to meet its obligations

- Actual or expected significant changes in the operating results of
the borrower

- Significant increases in credit risk on other financial instruments of
the same borrower

- Significant changes in the expected performance and behaviour of
the borrower, including changes in the payment status of borrowers
in the group and changes in the operating results of the borrower.

Regardless of the analysis above, a significant increase in credit risk is
presumed if a debtor is more than 90 days past due in making contractual
payment.

The Group determined that its financial assets are credit-impaired when;

- There is significant difficulty of the issuer or the borrower

- A breach of contract, such as default or past due event

- It is becoming probable that the borrower will enter bankruptcy or
other financial reorganisation

The Group categorises a loan or receivable for potential write-off when a
debtor fails to make contractual payments more than 360 days past due.

Where loans and receivables have been written off, the Company
continues to engage enforcement activity to attempt to recover the
receivables due.

The Group’s debt instrument at fair value through OCI comprised solely of
bills receivable that are graded in the top investment category by A and,
therefore, are considered at low credit risk.

The Group provides for lifetime expected credit losses for all trade
and other receivables using a provision matrix. The provision rates are
determined based on the Group’s historical observed default rates analysed
in accordance to days past due by grouping of customers based on
customer type. The expected credit losses also incorporate forward looking
information such as GDP growth and central bank base rates.

The information about the credit risk exposure on the Group’s trade and
other receivables using provision matrix and the loss allowance movement
of trade and other receivables are disclosed in Note 24.

EXPOSURE TO CREDIT RISK

At the end of the reporting period, the Group’s maximum exposure to
credit risk is represented by the carrying amount of each class of financial
assets recognised in the statement of financial position.

CREDIT RISK CONCENTRATION PROFILE

The Group assesses concentration of credit risk by monitoring on an on-
going basis the aged analysis of its trade receivables. There are no significant
concentrations of credit risk within the Group. At 31 December 2023, the
Group’s trade receivables of RMB 57,374,000 (2022: RMB 98,186,000) were
due from its 10 largest customers.

(B)  LIQUIDITY RISK

Liquidity risk is the risk that the Group will encounter difficulty in meeting
financial obligations due to shortage of funds. The Group'’s exposure to
liquidity risk arises primarily from mismatches of the maturities of financial
assets and liabilities. The Group's objective is to maintain a balance between
continuity of funding and flexibility through the use of stand-by banking
facilities.

The Group monitors and maintains a level of cash and cash equivalents
deemed adequate by management to finance the Group’s operations and
mitigate the effects of fluctuations in cash flows.
